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The article represents an attempt of a new interpretation of two ethnic names: New Persian taje/ik
‘Tadzhik’ and Old Iranian *saka- ‘Sake, Skythe'. After the summary of the history of their study their
following etymology is suggested. The base taj- of the ethnic name tafe/ik can be gone back to Old
Iranian ‘t’a‘k/g- ‘to bear, t0 be born’ and then — ‘family, kin, tribe, people’. This Old Iranian root has
a great number of reflexes in the modern Iranian languages. The OId Iranian root *tgk/g- corresponds
to Indo-Eur. *tek-, Old Indian tak- ‘to bear, to be born’. |

The Old Iranian root *sa(k)- of the base *saka- can be compared with Indo-Eur. *se(i)- in sémen
‘semen’, se-lo- ‘posterity’, soi-tlo- ‘generation’ and with Indo-Eur. *sek"- in Old Icelandic seggr ‘man’.
In this connection the following is noteworthy. It has been considered for a long time, that Old Iranian
*s corresponds only to Old Indian §, Indo-Eur. *E. But a detailed analysis of the material of the Iranian
languages (both old and modern) showed that Old Iranian *s can correspond to Old Indian s, Indo-Eur.
*s as well. Numerous examples testify to this thesis.

In conclusion we make a supposition about the connection of the Old Iranian roots *ffk/g- and *sak-.
