N. N. Durnovo (1876—1937) is an oustanding philologist of the early third of the 20th century. He
was one of the organizers and main figures at the Moscow dialectological commission which had for years .
been the centre of the linguistic thought in Russia and the USSR. N. N. Durnovo is the author of numerous
works on different problems of the Russian and other Slavonic languages dealing with their history and
present-day state, development of Slavonic written language, old Russian translated literature.

The materials of his personal archives testify to the fact that N. N. Durnovo’s intense scientific work
was done in ill-provided existence and that he was not an armchair scholar (till 1914) but gave much
effort to social activities under the auspieces of group bodies.
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
